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We will use these texts to develop our communication & language and literacy skills.  The stories will also support our topic, teaching us more about the world around us.   
  
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
In PSED sessions we will be thinking about our Dreams and Goals for the future.  We will learn to persevere to tackle challenges and talk about times we kept trying until we achieved a goal.  We will also set ourselves new goals to work towards and use kind words to encourage each other. We will start to think about our future and consider what careers we might aim for.  We will end the term by talking about how we feel when we achieve a goal and what it feels like to be proud.
	Physical Development

In P.E. sessions we will be developing our gross motor skills through dance.  We will learn to copy, repeat and invent actions in response to different themes.  We will try to remember and repeat these actions and perform them to our classmates. We will do our best to move carefully and with co-ordination.
We will continue to develop our fine motor skills through practical activities such as threading, painting, cutting, making models and mark-making.



	Communication and Language
We will continue to develop our speaking and listening skills by listening to and following instructions, asking ‘how?’ and ‘why?’ questions, learning and using new vocabulary, retelling stories and describing events in detail.  
Adults will encourage us to use full sentences when we speak and use connectives such as ‘and’ or ‘because’ to expand on what we are saying. We will continue to work with our talk partners (the child we sit next to on the carpet) to learn to take turns in conversations and to consider the views of others.

	Literacy

During literacy activities we will use our key texts to discuss important events and characters in a story and make predictions about what we think might happen using the title and illustrations.  We will develop our vocabulary by describing characters and settings and by being introduced to new words.  We will compare our key texts and start to understand the differences between fiction and non-fiction books.
We will start to write labels, captions and lists which are linked to our key texts. We will also create story maps to help us retell stories.



	Mathematics

In maths lessons we will be practicing our subitising skills (recognising small amounts without counting) using dice.  We will develop our counting skills and recognise that each number represents one more than the previous number. We will also start to understand the concepts of ‘more than’, ‘less than’ and ‘equal to’.  

Through planned play and practical activities we will explore the concepts of weight, capacity, length, height and time.


	Understanding the World

In R.E. lessons we will be finding out about new year celebrations across the world. We will start by learning about new year in the UK, China and Persia.  We will also learn about Holi celebrations.
In topic lessons we will be posing the question ‘Are all places cold in Winter?’.  We will start by talking about the signs of winter we can see around us and learning about the effects of winter on our natural world. We will then learn about winter in Australia through stories and pictures and compare the natural environments.

	Expressive Arts

In art lessons we will be exploring a variety of artistic effects including finger and mud painting!  We will create transient art and explore the work of Megan Cole to inspire our own landscape collages.  We will paint whilst listening to music and talk about how the music makes us feel.  Finally we will work co-operatively to create a group firework project.
In music sessions we will be listening and responding to different styles of music, learning to sing along with nursery rhymes and action songs and to play chime bars in time with a song.  At the end of term, we will perform the songs we have learnt in our house teams.
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
