	English
We will begin this term by exploring unrhymed, Japanese ‘Haiku’ poems which are typically written in three lines with a 5-7-5 syllable pattern based on our key text ‘A Child of Books’.
In our second text, children will be creating a class book for their own magical beast.  Each child will contribute with a page. Our focus is on parenthesis and contrasting tense.
	Spelling & Reading
We practice our spelling words each morning when we come in. We continue with spelling shed. This term in our reading lessons, we will aim to work on fluency and comprehension skills. We will also investigate the layers of meaning in a text during Whole Class Guided Reading sessions. 
Our library slot is on Thursday afternoons.
	Maths
Please ensure your child has a login for Times tables Rockstars. 
In Maths, year 5 and 6 will continue to work on Fractions
Decimals & Percentages, with Year 6 moving onto Ratio and Algebra.



	In Science our topic is ‘Earth and Space. 
Children will be taught to:
· describe the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in the solar system
· describe the movement of the moon relative to the Earth
· describe the sun, Earth and moon as approximately spherical bodies
· use the idea of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky.

Children will then learn that the sun is a star at the centre of our solar system and that it has 8 planets: Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune (Pluto was reclassified as a ‘dwarf planet’ in 2006). They should understand that a moon is a celestial body that orbits a planet (Earth has 1 moon; Jupiter has 4 large moons and numerous smaller ones).

	In Art we will be exploring  Sculpture & 3D 
Interactive Installation
We will create scaled down model of an installation space, plan and problem-solve when constructing 3D artworks. Our artist focus is

	In PSHE this term we are learning about ‘Dreams and Goals’. Our progressive objective is to be able to explain different ways to work with others to help make the world a better place.

	In RE we are studying Sikhism and exploring the question: How are sacred teachings and stories interpreted by Sikhs today?
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Some of the themes explored will include: Guru Granth Sahib, the Gurus as teachers, Guru Gobind Singh, the story of Bhai Kanaya and Guru Nanak, Guru Amar Das and his belief in gender equality
