We will use these texts in our writing learning journeys to develop our skills as writers.  

	In English the children will be looking a poetry and learning to make comparisons with similes. They will continue to be taught how to use the apostrophe for possession and how to use exclamation marks! and build noun phrases. The children will use instructional language to make a ‘disgusting sandwich!’
	In Phonics the children will be learning to blend their set 1,2, & 3 sounds. Children will be taught to read with fluency and comprehension and to practice these skills daily.

	In Maths the children will make the connection between repeated addition and multiplication. The children will explore both equal and unequal groups and match equal groups to numerals and words. Children will use their understanding of 2s.3s.5s.& 10s to find the total when repeatedly adding equal groups. Children will use the symbol for multiplication and the language of ‘lots of’, ‘groups of’ and ‘times’.


	
In Science the children will be naming and grouping animals. The children will be exploring animals as living things and identifying animals that live both in the wild or in our homes as domestic pets.

	In Design & Technology the children will be focusing on 3D sculpture and paper play, learning how to roll cylinders and creating a giant class spider!

	IN PSHE the children will be exploring dreams & goals and the necessary steps and disciplines to overcome challenges and feel successful.
	In RE the children will be learning about Buddhism. They will explore ideas through the story of The Buddha and the life experiences that formed the beliefs and values of this faith.

	
	
	
	In PE the children will be engaging in dance and gymnastics on Monday and Wednesday afternoons.

	In History children will be detectives to talk about how technology helps us every day and how it has changed from the past. The children will learn how to find out about the past and study evidence and record their ideas.
